CURRENT RESEARCH INTERESTS:

Literary criticism of Roman poetry; history of sexuality in Greco-Roman antiquity; Neo-Latin literature; and the Classical Tradition.  Currently, I am the co-editor, together with Dr. John De Cecco, Professor Emeritus at San Francisco State University, of a special issue of the Journal of Homosexuality devoted to historical and contemporary (i.e. psychological, sociological, and legal) perspectives on paederasty and paedophilia.  Upon invitation, I have also submitted a paper, “The Emergence of a New Professional Identity Among Modern Classicists:  A Synthesis of Symbolic-Interactionist, Semiotic, and Hermeneutic Perspectives,” to a collection of papers on semiotics and the social sciences.
